Saturday, October 2: Today we begin our journey to experience the best of New England in the fall. We have a 
travel day ahead of us filled with get-to-know-your-neighbor activities, entertainment, fun games, and breaks along 
the way. Our overnight lodging is in Plainfield, Indiana.   
 
Sunday, October 3: After a continental breakfast we continue traveling on our way to Ohio. Our group lunch is at 
Schmidt’s Haus Restaurant. Listen to the strolling accordion player while enjoying your buffet lunch of fresh pork 
bratwurst, baked chicken, German potato salad, tossed green salad, sauerkraut, mini cream puffs, and 
beverages.

In the 
afternoon we’ll enjoy a relaxing, narrated cruise on the St. Lawrence River. Learn about the beautiful homes of the 

1,000 Islands area and their famous owners. This scenic 
boat cruise travels from the U.S. into Canada. At the end of 
the cruise, we’ll tour the famous Boldt Castle on Heart 
Island. Our night’s lodging is in Alexandria Bay at Capt. 
Thomson’s Resort, right on the river. We will enjoy a group 
dinner at the resort’s restaurant. You choose from six 
delicious entrée selections!

Wednesday, October 6: After our morning breakfast buffet 
we have one of the most scenic drives through the 
gorgeous Adirondack Mountain range. We will stop in Lake 

Placid for shopping and lunch or you may wish to visit an Olympic building. This afternoon we take a relaxing an
scenic hour-long ferry ride across Lake Champlain from Port Kent, NY, to Burlington, VT.

Sunday, October 10: After a continental breakfast buffet we head to Liberty Park to 
catch a ferry to Ellis Island. You’ll have plenty of time to explore the buildings and 
grounds to learn some of the amazing stories of our nation’s history! You can even 
search the computer archives to learn about your ancestors. Next, we’ll catch a ferry 
to Liberty Island to meet the lady herself—the Statue of Liberty. Shop for souvenirs 
and then enjoy your lunch on the outdoor patio. We finish the day with a visit to the

We’ll have time to tour and shop at Hershey’s Chocolate 
World. Our overnight lodging is at Hershey Lodge. (Included meals – breakfast)
